Edward enlisted age 21 in 1861, Ohio 100th Infantry company B,
wagoner. He was marching with 1864 General William Sherman's
March to the Sea. Edward was gunshot wounded at Big Shanty,
Georgia by glancing bullet that scarred his left cheek forever.
3/1909 US Pension of $12 per month to his wife Mittie.

Edward's younger brother by 6 years was Albert Pearce age 18,
who continue in the Sherman March all the way to the April 1965
Grand Review in Washington DC.
